than miss a worrying situation. 

However, if you think the 
matter is very serious and may 
be related to a child protection 
concern, where the child has 
been harmed or is at risk of 
harm e.g. physical, sexual, 
emotional abuse or neglect, you 
must talk to one of the people 
below immediately. If you are 
unable to contact them you can 
ask the school office staff to 
find them and ask them to 
speak to you straight away 
about a confidential and urgent 
matter.
